REPORT


The construction of an engineered base and the erection of 17 wooden stables and the formation of an engineered track without the necessary planning consent was brought to the attention of the Local Planning Authority.  The Authority served an enforcement notice on the 18 August 2003 requiring 

(a) the removal of all stables and their engineered bases, save for those which are permitted by virtue of planning permission reference 14/2001/286 granted by the Council on 1 October 2001.  

(b) Remove from land any rubble arising from compliance with requirement (a) above and restore the land to its former condition before the breach of planning control took place

(c) Remove from the land all materials associated with the track including rubberized material, hardcore material and any membrane and restore the land to its condition before the breach of planning control took place.

(d) The period for compliance with the requirements is four calendar months



The appeal was dismissed and the enforcement notice upheld with an additional compliance time in respect of the 17 stables to be removed in 9 calendar months but allow the appeal and grant planning permission for the field track.
