REPORT


2003/296 – This  planning application was received on 2nd May 2003 and was for the erection of one three bed detached  with garage.   The application was refused on  22nd July  2003 for the following reasons:-

1. By reason of its elevated position height, mass and overall design characteristics the proposed 2/3 storey dwelling will create a visually incongruous and dominating presence within the street scene and would thereby be contrary to policy DC1 of the Rossendale District Local Plan.
2. By reason of the height, mass and depth of the proposed dwelling combined with its physical proximity and elevated siting in relation to no's 1 and 3 Newbiggin Avenue, the proposed dwelling would have an adverse impact upon the residential amenities currently enjoyed by the occupiers of the aforementioned properties and would thereby be contrary to Policy DC1 of the Rossendale District Local Plan.
           This  resulted in an appeal being lodged and dealt with under the written representations method.  The Inspectorate wrote informing the Council of its decision on 7th January 2003 .  The appeal was allowed subject to conditions which are shown on the report from the Planning Inspectorate and is attached for information.
